Greenland Home Rule Executive Order no. 22 of August 19 2002 concerning Leisure Hunting and Fishing

In accordance with §§ 7-8, § 10, §§ 12-13, § 15, sect. 4, §§ 17-18 in "Greenland Parliament Law no. 12 of October 29 1999 concerning Harvesting and Hunting", last altered by "Greenland Parliament Law no. 11 of November 12 2001" and in accordance with § 8, §§ 25-26, §§ 33-34 in "Greenland Parliament Law no. 18 of October 31 1996 concerning fishery", last altered by "Greenland Parliament Law no. 15 of November 12 2001, the following is established:
Area of validity

§ 1
This Executive Order concerns leisure hunting and fishing on Greenland's land and fishery territory.
Leisure fishing 

§ 2
Leisure fishing is permitted only for valid fishing licence holders, cf. however sect. 2. A fishing licence is personal and may not be transferred lent out or the like. 
Sect. 2. Persons under 15 years old accompanied by an adult with a valid fishing licence is covered by this fishing licence. Documentation for age must be readily available.
Sect. 3. On request from police, fish and wildlife officials or other authorities appointed by the Greenland Home Rule, a valid fishing licence must be presented.

§3
Leisure fishing licenses are issued by the Greenland Home Rule.
Sect. 2. Greenland Home Rule may request municipalities to administer leisure fishing licenses and it may authorize institutions and tourist offices to administer fishing licenses

§4
A leisure fishing licence grants the holder the right to fish using a fishing rod, a jig or similar hand equipment according to the following provisions:
1) Fishing licence A is valid on the purchase date and the following 24 hours.
2) Fishing licence B is valid on the purchase date and the following seven (7) days.
3) Fishing licence C is valid on the purchase date and until the end of the following calendar month.
Sect. 2. As documentation for purchase date, cf. sect. 1, the date of the post office stamp is decisive.
Sect. 3. Greenland Home Rule may request a report on number of issued leisure fishing licenses and reports on catches.
Sect. 4. A leisure fishing licence, cf. Sect. 1, grants the holder permission to fish only according to provisions given by other legislation on fishery.

§5
Concomitant with issuing a leisure fishing licence a fee is levied. Greenland Home Rule decides, in relation to the Parliament's appropriation act, the amount of the fee. The fee goes to the Greenland Home Rule treasury.
Leisure hunting of muskoxen and caribou

§6
Greenland Home Rule allocates a leisure hunting quota within the set general quota for muskox and caribou hunting. Additionally, a special quota for leisure hunting of muskoxen in Ivittuut Municipality is decided, pending a recommendation from Ivittuut Municipality.
Sect. 2. The quota is divided between those who have obtained a permit according to § 8, sect. 1. Quotas may be set for a period of up to 3 years.

§7
Leisure hunting for muskoxen or caribou can be arranged only by persons, cf. however § 23 sect. 2, who have obtained a permit by the Greenland Home Rule, cf. § 8 sect. 1, and who are permanent residents in Greenland and meet the qualifications to legally do business in Greenland. Permits have a time limit and must be brought into use within one year; if not, the permits shall expire. Permits are personal and may not be sold or transferred.

§8
A permit to arrange leisure hunting for muskoxen or caribou can be applied for at the Greenland Home Rule. Permits are valid for one or more years. To be granted a permit the applicant must prove to be qualified to arrange leisure hunting for the species that the permit concerns. The documentation may consist of having passed the relevant units of the official Greenland outfitter education. Furthermore, the outfitter must use qualified guides, cf. sect. 3.
Sect. 2. Permits may be rescinded by the Greenland Home Rule if the reporting in accordance with § 11 is not done sufficiently.
Sect. 3. Qualified guides are persons, who:
1) know the applicable hunting and protection regulations and provisions on firearms,
2) have relevant knowledge on species, that the permit concerns,
3) can perform a qualified trophy preparation,
4) have knowledge of relevant foreign languages,
5) have detailed knowledge of the specific hunting area,
6) have hunting expertise, and who
7) can safely carry out a leisure hunting arrangement.
Sect. 4. To obtain a permit to arrange leisure hunting for muskoxen or caribou emphasis may, in addition to the criteria mentioned in sect. 1, be put on the physical facilities at the applicant's disposal to carry out a leisure hunting arrangement and whether the applicant has harvesting, hunting or tourism as main livelihood.
Sect. 5. During a leisure hunting arrangement the outfitter must be present on site.

§9
The Greenland Home Rule issues a certificate for each muskox or caribou that can be harvested in leisure hunts. When appropriate, the Greenland Home Rule may request the leisure hunting outfitter to fill in the certificate where after it is valid.
Sect. 2. Before the start of the season, the leisure hunting outfitter must obtain special harvest tags from the Greenland Home Rule. These are used to identify harvested animals and must be attached, in a non-removable and visible way, to the hindquarters of the harvested animals.
Sect. 3. Certificates issued in accordance with sect. 1 also grant the holders the right to leisure fishing for one week, equivalent to fishing licence B, cf. § 4 sect. 1 no. 2, and to hunt small game for one week, equivalent to hunting licence B, cf. § 16 sect. 2, cf., however § 16 sect. 3. 

§10
On request by police, fish and wildlife officials or other authorized persons the leisure hunting outfitter must produce documentation in the form of a valid certificate and special harvest tags, cf. § 7 and § 9 sect. 1 and 2.
Sect. 2. The leisure hunting outfitter must ensure that meat and skin from harvested animals are brought home or properly cached.

§11
The leisure hunting outfitter must, within 1 month following each hunting period, submit a report to the Greenland Home Rule, providing information on the number, gender and age of the harvested animals and the time and locality of harvesting. This also applies to smaller game, harvested in accordance with § 13 sect. 3.
Sect. 2. The report must include detailed information on locality, method and other pertinent information concerning any caching, insofar as caching has taken place. 

§12
When issuing a leisure hunting certificate, cf. § 9 sect. 1, payment is required for each animal. The amount of the fee is set by the Greenland Home Rule in relation to the Parliament's appropriation act. The fee goes to the Greenland Home Rule's treasury, cf. sect. 2.
Sect. 2. When leisure hunting in Ivittuut Municipality the leisure hunting outfitter is exempted from payment of the certificate fee mentioned in sect. 1.

§13
It is the responsibility of the leisure hunting outfitter to ensure that participants in a leisure hunt posses a valid firearm permit issued in their home country.
Sect. 2. Persons who have acquired a certificate to harvest a muskox or a caribou, must be able to produce, at any time during the hunt, a valid certificate.

§14
The Greenland Home Rule executive orders concerning the protection of muskoxen and caribou may further regulate leisure hunting for the two species.

Small game leisure hunting

§15
Small game leisure hunting can be arranged only by persons, cf. however § 23 sect. 2, who have obtained a permit to do so by the Greenland Home Rule, cf. § 16 sect. 1, who are permanent residents in Greenland and who meet the qualifications to legally do business in Greenland. Permits are time limited and shall be in use within one year; if not, permits will be rescinded.

§ 16
The Greenland Home Rule may, to leisure hunting outfitters who meet the qualifications to arrange leisure hunting, issue permits to arrange leisure hunting for small game species.
Small game is understood as: birds, seals and small terrestrial mammals. These permits are personal and cannot be transferred.
Sect. 2. The permit to arrange leisure hunting, cf. sect. 1, is valid for 2 years. 
Sect. 3. Small game leisure hunting can take place only while accompanied by the named leisure hunting outfitter.
Sect. 4. To obtain a permit, mentioned in sect. 1, the leisure hunting outfitter must document to be capable of meeting the following qualifications:
1) knowledge of current hunting, conservation and firearm regulations,
2) knowledge of the specific hunting area,
3) hunting expertise,
4) ability to safely carry out a leisure hunting arrangement,
5) relevant knowledge of the species to be harvested, and
6) knowledge of the tourist business.
Documentation may, among other things, consist of having passed the relevant units of the official outfitter education. 
Sect. 5. Permit to small game leisure hunting grants the right to hunt or harvest in accordance with the following provisions:
1) Permit A to small game leisure hunting is valid for 24 hours from the time of issue.
2) Permit B to small game leisure hunting is valid for one week from the time of issue.
Sect. 6. Persons, who wish to obtain a permit to small game leisure hunting must provide the leisure hunting outfitter with a valid firearm permit issued in their home country.
§17
Once a year, before January 10, the leisure hunting outfitter must submit a report to the Greenland Home Rule with the past year's information on number of harvested game, income from small game leisure hunting and the time and place of harvesting.

§18
When issuing, in accordance with § 16 sect. 5, a certificate to leisure hunting a fee, set by the Greenland Home Rule, is payable. The amount of the fee is set by the Greenland Home Rule in relation to the Parliament's appropriation act. The fee goes to the Greenland Home Rule's treasury.

§19
Small game leisure hunting must take place in accordance with current provisions for hunting the species in question.

Exemption and Dispensation

§20
The Greenland Home Rule may offer dispensation from the provisions in the present executive order if scientific studies or other circumstances so prompt.

Measures

§21
Violation of §§ 2, 7, 10, 13 and § 16 sect. 1 and sect. 6 may lead to fines and confiscation of the harvest.

§22
A permit to arrange leisure hunting according to § 7 and § 16 may be rescinded by the Greenland Home Rule if:
1) the leisure hunting outfitter violates current hunting, protection and firearms provisions,
2) the biological foundation for the permit has changed significantly,
3) the leisure hunting outfitter fails to submit the report in accordance with § 11 and § 17,
4) caching of meat or skin has been improper, cf. § 10 sect. 2, or 
5) the leisure hunting outfitter no longer meets the requirements set in accordance with § 8 sect. 1 or § 16 sect. 4.

Implementation

§23
The Executive Order takes effect on August 29 2002.
Sect. 2. Current permits, hunting or fishing licenses issued according to earlier legislation concerning leisure hunting and fishing will be valid until expiration date. This also applies to companies, regardless of the provision in § 7.
Sect. 3. Concomitant with the implementation of this executive order the "Greenland Home Rule Executive Order no. 18 of June 26 2002 concerning leisure hunting and fishing" is rescinded.
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
